Smoke from Canadian wildfires blanketed the Mid-Atlantic in early June, leaving farmers and mem-bers of the ag industry wondering what effect — if any — the smoke would have on the region’s farms.

For most growers, there was little reason to stress about the smoke that covered the area on June 7 and 8 — and again this week.
Research from California indicates that most produce, including leafy greens, will not pick up a smoky fla-vor or retain chemicals on the leaves.Grapes are an exception.

Extension. “It really is like a little sponge. It can absorb anything in the atmosphere.”
Inside the grape, sugars attach to the phenols as a defense mechanism, binding the smoke chemicals in the fruit.

Many stories swirl around the Liberty Bell, symbol of Ameri-ca’s independence from British tyranny.
Some of the most tantalizing tales involve the bell’s evacuation into the countryside in a wagon when the Redcoats descended on Philadelphia.

A plaque in Quakertown below a Liberty Bell replica proclaims, “This bell reminds us that the Liberty Bell rested here briefly on September 23, 1777, during its trip to Allentown.”And for 61 years, until it closed recently due to a lease dispute, Allentown’s nonprofit Liberty Bell Museum at Zion’s United Church of Christ told of how the bell was hidden there from the British until its safe return to Philadelphia.These stories and others are important to the communities 

that tell them, but they may not be historically accurate, said Karie Diethorn, chief curator at Indepen-dence National Park in Philadel-phia, where the Liberty Bell is now on display.
Thanks to recent digital catalog-ing of quartermasters’ logs, histori-ans may soon have a clearer picture of the actual journey, she said.The story begins in the fall of 1777 with a germ of truth.With the British closing in, colonists removed what’s now known as the Liberty Bell from the Pennsylvania State House, today called Independence Hall. They also pulled down the bells from churches and public buildings across Philadelphia.

The bells were removed so the British could not melt them down to make weaponry.
“It’s really important to keep in mind that the removal of these bells was for an entirely practical

Pennsylvania has extended its recommendation for poultry to stay indoors, days after announc-ing the policy would end.The decision comes as wild birds continue to test positive for avian influenza, including a black vulture discovered earlier this month in poultry-rich Berks County.
State Veterinarian Alex Hamberg announced the decision in a June 28 letter to farmers. On June 22, Hamberg said the indoor recom-mendation would lapse at the end of the month but could be rein-stated if conditions warranted it.The recommendation will now last at least through the end of the year.

4-H and FFA members work hard for a year or more, to prepare to show their market live-
stock over the three days at the beginning of the PA Farm Show. Their work purchasing, 
raising, training, clipping, and showing their market animals has all led to the minute they 
bring their animal to the auction block at Tuesday’s sale. Bidders support these youth, who 
then invest the money in their education or their herds and flocks.

Why buy an animal at the Junior Livestock Sale?

• Cheaper than purchasing meat at the store.
• Knowing where your food comes from and who raised it.
• Supporting the next generation of agriculturalists and agriculture promoters.

Do you have a preferred butcher shop? 
• If so, let them know you’d like them to 
handle harvesting and fabrication of an 
animal you hope to purchase at the Farm 
Show. If not, contact your county Penn 
State Extension office for help locating a 
shop. If you are purchasing a hog: all 
hogs must go directly to harvest with 
pre-approval of trucking and harvest 
facilities.
• If you don’t have a livestock trailer, your 
butcher shop, or the exhibitor you plan to 
purchase from, may be able to help you 
find a hauler.
