Raising children while keeping a farm going is no easy feat.In a recent study conducted by Penn State and Ohio State University, over three-quarters of the 729 farm families surveyed said they had experienced child care challenges.
Cost and availability were the biggest obstacles, said Florence 

Becot, the lead for Penn State’s Agricultural Safety and Health Program.
“In some cases, because of the cost of child care or the lack of ac-cess, families put off making those investments in their farm, which can have a long-term impact,” Becot said. 

In fact, the study found that 78% of respondents made changes to their operation to balance the needs of caring for their children.

Cutting hours worked on the farm to care for children has an immediate effect on family income, but it also reduces the amount farmers can save for retirement, Becot said.
Not all of the accommodations for children are negative, but it’s clear that farmers often do things differently so they can care for their children. 

Those changes can affect the profitability of a farm, by reducing work hours, shifting schedules or even changing the operation, Becot said.
Making changes when the chil-dren are young can have a com-pounding effect on the farm.Improvements to become more efficient or profitable may be delayed for several years until chil-dren are older, and by then years of potential savings are lost.

FREDERICKSBURG, Pa. — A July 30 pasture walk on a small beef farm in northern Leba-non County gave insights into ro-tational grazing and highlighted a temporary fencing system that graziers can try out for free.Del and Lori Voight walked about 15 people through their grazing setup where they run a 

purebred Angus cow-calf operation.About 16 acres are divided into paddocks of permanent grass surrounding the central part of the farm that includes a barn and heavy-use area. An additional 7 acres nearby are rented for hay.The Voights make high moisture baleage from their pastures in the spring prior to turning the cattle out to graze. 
Having started out making dry 

compared to feeding them hay or baleage year-round.
However, droughty conditions combined with the farm’s shale soils that let water through “like a sieve,” he said, means the cows had to depend on some baleage this summer.

“They’re getting winter feed be-cause of the drought,” Voight said. “We just need rain.”

hay in earlier years, Del touted the benefits of baleage.
“Making dry hay is an art,” said the Penn State Extension agronomy educator. “Baleage is easier.”Estimating a cost of $35 per large wrapped bale, he calculated a total cost of about $572 to feed one cow through the winter.Voight figures having the cattle graze through the growing sea-son saves roughly $500 per cow

Their work purchasing, 
raising, training, clipping, and showing their market animals has all led to the minute they 
bring their animal to the auction block at Tuesday’s sale. Bidders support these youth, who 
then invest the money in their education or their herds and flocks.
